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“Mathography” Project


For your first math project, you will create a “mathography” – an autobiography describing your experiences in math.  This project serves two purposes.  It prompts you to think about how much math you are exposed to every day, and it gives us a chance to get to know our classmates better.

This project will require you to think about how you use mathematics in your daily life.  First, you are to collect FIVE articles, pictures, or drawings that show how you or your family members use mathematics (sports, shopping, careers of family members, etc.).  Then you are to write about how each of the five items exemplifies how you use math in everyday life.  You are to describe how you or your family members use mathematics in each instance.  Make sure you write about each of the five items using at least one paragraph per item.    

Your “mathography” will consist of two pieces – the FIVE pictures and the written explanation of all five.  You may display both your pictures and written work on a piece of construction paper or you may be as creative as you wish in presenting your work (power point, poster boards, or any other create method you choose).
